JF Policy Changes from the Summer Board of Directors Meeting

Section E 1.2a — Effective August 1, the mileage rate for PDs and other eligible members on provincial
business has been upped to $0.30/km because of rising gas prices. (previously was $0.20)

Section E 1.6b — Any eligible member intending to donate provincial expenses back to JFAO may now
hold their claims for the year until November 1 to save paperwork (instead of submitting monthly) Claims
after Nov. 1 must be submitted by Dec. 31 to get a charitable receipt for the year.

Section F 14 — The executive recommended that Leadership Camp be set on a standard weekend each
year, allowing clubs to better plan, and that the weekend be the one following Canada Day.

Section F - The structure & responsibilities of the Ontario Young Farmers’ Forum committee is now
formally laid out.

Section H — The incoming delegate rotation for the following year will now be confirmed at the Summer
Board of Directors meeting to assist clubs with scheduling any major events.
