GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 

1. Each club is eligible to enter one team in each event unless otherwise stated by the 
organizing committee. If there is space following the early-bird deadline, extra teams 
beyond what is stated may be allowed by the committee for an additional fee of $50. 

 
2. All sporting events are included in the price of team admission, including curling and 

bowling.  Individual registrants may join with a club team on Friday night. 
 

3. All participants must be in good JFAO standing. Membership validity will be checked 
during registration (2009 sticker on card or new member) at the Friday Night event 
at the hotel. As per policy, members signing up at an event will be charged a $5.00 
processing fee. 

 
4. Clubs which owe any money or information to JFAO will not be allowed to participate 

until all invoices are brought up to date and information submitted.  
 
5. Participants must arrive 10 minutes before their scheduled event, or otherwise risk 

having to forfeit. Note the curling rink is a 30 minute drive from Strathroy in Ilderton. 
 
6. NO BLACK SOLED SHOES are allowed in the gyms. 
 
7. Small token awards will be presented to winners during the Saturday night dance. 
 
8. The organizing committee has the final say in regards to all rules and scheduling. 

 
All clubs should review the JFAO Policies online for additional general rules. Middlesex 
JF & JFAO are not responsible for anyone disqualified due to lack of awareness of the 

Policies and fees will not be refunded.

1. There will be a mixed (two men and two 
women) bonspiel. Each club may enter 2 
teams. 

2. The bonspiel will be a knock-out 
competition with a consolation round. 

3. Games may be shortened depending on 
number of teams participating.

MIXED VOLLEYBALL 
 

1. A team will consist of 3 men and 3 
women on the floor at all times. 

2. Each team will be scheduled two 30 
minute (max) games. 

3. All games go to 15 points or a win of 2 
points after that. 

4. NO BLACK SOLED SHOES 
PERMITTED. Running shoes or gym 
shoes must be worn. 

 
All other rules of the Ontario Volleyball 
Association (OVA) will be followed. 
 

BADMINTON 
 
1. An entry will consist of a doubles team. 
2. Each club is entitled to one men’s and 

one women’s entry. 
3. Teams are responsible for scoring of 

their own game, except for final where a 
score keeper will be provided. 

4. All games will go to 15 points. Serve 
point or win by 2. 

5. NO BLACK SOLED SHOES 
PERMITTED. Running shoes or gym 
shoes must be worn. 

 
All other rules of the Ontario Badminton 
Association will be followed. 
 

MIXED BASKETBALL 
 

1. An entry will consist of five players (2 
females and 3 males or 3 females and 2 
males) on the floor at all times. 

2. Each team will be scheduled two 30 
minute games. 

3. Time will be stopped for fouls.  
4. NO BLACK SOLED SHOES 

PERMITTED. Running shoes or gym 
shoes must be worn. 

 
All other rules of Ontario Basketball 
Association (OBA) will apply. 
 

DODGEBALL 
 
1. Games will consist of equal players on 

each team. 
2. Each team will be scheduled for one 15 

minute (max) game. 
3. The team with the highest number of 

wins in 15 minutes will advance to the 
next round.  

4. NO BLACK SOLED SHOES 
PERMITTED. Running shoes or gym 
shoes must be worn. 

 

BOWLING 
 

1. All registered can play 1 game. 
2. Each player must state which club they 

are bowling for.
